e All breeds will be shown in 2 rings in the indoor horse arena (Building #7 on the map) with the warm up arena used
for make ready (Building #6). The Showman App will have the rings sorted.

GENERAL RULES

e NEW FOR 2025: Beef Exhibitors will have the option to stall in the Dairy Barn, with assigned stalling. Please make
sure you check the checkbox to stall in the Dairy Barn on your Showman App entry.

e |[f stalling in the barns, bedding will need to be pushed at least one foot from the front wall before you leave.

e NEW IN 2025! Check the general rules/information document for full details. Stalling off trailer will be available for
a fee. If you want to park in these areas and ensure your reserved spot, please go to the Jefferson County
Fairgrounds website at https://www.jcfairpark.com/p/camping/reservation to reserve and pay for a space. If you
have questions about reserving a spot, please call Jefferson Fair Park at 920-674-7148, open 8:00 am — 4:30 pm,
Monday-Friday. The WLBA office is not able to assist with reservations.

e Parking at the fence, around the outdoor arena to the west, an area with no water or electric hookup options is
free, but will be first come, first serve.

e Jefferson County Fairgrounds staff will be patrolling the grounds for violators of trailer parking regulations. If you
park your trailer in a space you have not paid for you will be asked to pay for your trailer camping space, or pack up
and move.

e Exhibitors stalling off trailers are required to clean up and take home any bedding/debris around your trailer before
you leave. Jefferson will charge us for space left inappropriately, those fees will be passed on to the exhibitor and
may jeopardize your ability to show at Jefferson in future years. WLBA and fair park staff will monitor your trailer
area upon departure.

e All animals are to be fed, fitted and shown by the exhibitor. Family members/other junior exhibitors may assist.

e Registration papers must be in the name of the exhibitor, or in his/her parents or farm name. To be eligible for
Bred and Owned competition (Beef show only), the breeder and the owner of the animal must be in the exhibitor’s
name only. All purebred animals in each species must have registration papers to exhibit in purebred classes.

e No medicines/drugs may be given to an animal at the show without a vet and show chairman approval.

® Any animal showing symptoms of a contagious disease will not be permitted to show.

e Any animal that has been altered by a surgical procedure will be disqualified.

We will be showing out of buildings 6 & 7 on your fair park map
Out-of-state exhibitors should provide a copy of your health paper for WLBA staff to retain for our records.
This is a “no-fit, blow and go” show.

e Generators will be required to supply your own power if not stalling in a paid camping space with electricity.

o Hereford exhibitors will be wearing state Hereford show shirts during the show. Shirt orders are with the open

show entries on the Open Hereford Jackpot on Showman.app. If you are not entering the open Hereford show but

would like a shirt, please contact BJ Jones for more information 608-482-2961.

e Commercial Heifers will be shown by age.

e Check tattoos against registration papers before you leave home. If a tattoo does not match a registration paper,
the entry will be moved to the commercial division.

e All purebred steers need papers to show in the purebred division.

e No active warts or ringworm are allowed on cattle, a veterinarian will be on the grounds to assist show staff.

e To our out of state exhibitors; here are some rules you should be aware of. You must have an orange or silver
metal tag, or an 840 RFID tag. There are a few other RFID tags that are allowed. Breed tattoos and registration
numbers are no longer acceptable. You will not be allowed to show and will have to return home if you do not
have proper ID on your health paper. Make sure your veterinarian is up to date with new regulations.
